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 What we are learning about: 
Numeracy 

In Numeracy, P1 will continue to focus on 

exploring number bonds, using addition and 

subtraction. We will begin some division by 

sharing a number of objects equally. We will use 

our number knowledge to subitise (identify 

numbers in a group without counting) to 10.  This 

term, we will also be learning to tell o’clock using 

analogue and digital clocks. Please encourage your 

child to tell the time where possible throughout 

the day.  

Literacy 

In Literacy, the children will continue to develop 

their knowledge of phonics and will be learning 

digraphs (oo, wh, ph etc.) to segment and blend 

words and apply this in Reading and Writing. In 

Writing, we will be learning to have a go at our own 

sentences through descriptive writing and we will 

begin to explore poetry. In Reading, P1 will continue 

to develop their sight word knowledge to increase 

fluency and expression whilst reading aloud. Please 

continue to support your child’s reading at home as 

much as possible. In Listening and Talking, the 

children will develop their skills in Group Talk.
